“My Masters,

Are You Mad?”

In most of his comedies preceding
Twelfth Night, Shakespeare contrasts the
worlds of court and forest, civilization
and nature. His characters are transformed
by journeys away from conventional
society to heightened and unfamiliar
worlds such as Oberon’s Wood in A

Geographical confinement certainly
contributes to the characters’ bold efforts
to transgress boundaries. In fact, attempts
to cross the no-pass lines between gender,
class, and social status drive much of the
comedy in Twelfth Night.

llyria, the ancient name for the coast
of the former
Yugoslavia, sounds
similar to Elysium, the
heaven of classical
mythology, where
Viola presumes her
lost twin to be.
lilyria and Elysium
may sound alike, but
that is where their

similarity ends. lllyria
in Twelfth Night is

Midsummer Night's Dream or the Forest
of Arden in As You Like ft But Twelfth Night,
a mature comedy written in 1601, offers
no similar opportunity for escape.

A shipwreck separates Viola from her
twin, Sebastian, and tosses her onto the
shores of lllyria, a world from which the
play never departs. Any transformations

must be undergone within its limics.

more accurately
described by other word associations
such as “delirium,” "illusion,” and “insane.”
If madness is characterized by the over-
throw of reason, activities in lilyria sug-
gest a popular coup against sanity.

The play's concern with madness is
inherent in its tide." Twelfth Night" refers
to the celebration of the Epiphany on

January 6, twelve days after Christmas.

By the time the play was written, Twelfth
Night had evolved into the Feast of Fools,
a sanctioned release from rule and order.
This spirit of misrule is flaunted by Sir
Toby Belch, Sir Andrew, Maria, Fabian,
and Feste the clown, who live with
Lady Olivia in a household purportedly
in mourning.

Sir Toby, as the Lord of Misrule,
personifies saturnalian excess. At the
opposite extreme is Olivia’s steward

Malvolio, a humorless figure with a

puritanical contempt for a good time.
“My masters, are you mad!” Malvolio
asks when he stumbles upon a scene
of late night partying. In his view the
merrymakers are mad because they have
strayed from the rules of decorum and
threaten to undermine the order Malvolio
feels bound to uphold. But the revelers
turn the charge of madness against
Malvolio by making him appear insane,
and thus discredited, in the eyes of his
mistress Olivia.

When he wrote about madness
Shakespeare was picking up on a popular

theme in Renaissance drarma. He wrote

about madness in tragedies, such as King
Lear, where madness ends in death. And
he wrote about it in coredies, starting
with The Comedy of Errors, where madness
ends in clarification. He alludes, often
through clowns and fools, to the poten-
tial for discovering truth in moments of
madness and the complementary
dangers of self-delusion.We can laugh ac
the mad men and women in Shakespeare’s

comedies knowing they aren't clinically

insane. They are seemingly mad because
of confusion over identity, gender, or
miscommunication. The fun for an audience
is seeing how long it takes them to figure
out they're not mad at all.

Tracing the literary language of mad-
ness from classical drama to the English
stage author Duncan Salkeld (Madness
and Drama in the Age of Shakespeare)

writes that the words “imagination,”

“folly,” “fury,” and “fool” came into Middle
English from OIld French.The word "“mad”
derives from an Old Saxon root, meaning

“cut” or “damaged.” Literature of the
Middie Ages popularized the figures of
Vice and Folly and created a market for
the proliferation of fiction in the
Renaissance about fools and madmen.
Salkeld explains that the character of the
Fool in medieval folly literature was “a
figure of madness whose chatter and illogic
were tolerated as belonging outside the

bounds of official discourse.

list for madness in the age of
Shakespeare.

What other meanings are constructed
from dress? At the heart of Twelfth Night
are efforts to win love and control,
which, to a large degree, are determined
by appearance and gender. In her book
about cross-dressing, Vested interests,
Marjorie Garber compares Malvolio
and Viola in their attempts to transgress
boundaries through dress.Viola's disguise

Madness, also, was a recurring theme
in popular ballads such as *Tom-o-Bedlam,"
"Bess of Bedlam.” and “"Mad Tom™ alter
whom Shakespeare named a character
in King Lear.

In Renaissance literature melancholy,
delusion, and love-sickness are sympto-
matic of madness. Rosalind in As You Like
It says that “love is merely a madness” to
be treated as madmen are, in a “dark
room and bound.” Bizarre dress, behavior
and speech indicate an unbalanced mind.
Compare Malvolio with his yellow
stockings and crossed garters, smiling
and kissing his hand to Hamlet, “his
doublet all unbrac’d / No hat upon his
head, his stockings fouled, ungarter'd, and

Cross-dressing is Viola's tool for
survival. But more than that it is an
opportunity to explore what we think
we know about people based on

love-sick for a boy who is really a
woman,Viola is in love with her master
whom she serves as a boy, and Antonio
believes himself betrayed by a man who
is really the man’s female twin. Sebastian,
Malvalio, Olivia, are “mad” with frustrated
longing and their agony is prolonged by
mistaken and deceitful appearances.

Clarification of a sort comes with the
appearance of Sebastian and the reunion
of the twins. While this tidies up some
mistaken assumptions about identity, other
uncertainties emerge. The twins enter
marriages with people they barely know
in a world still strange and unfamiliar.
Cesario, the object of intense desire and
essential to the love matches, vanishes in
the revelation of disguise. No one ends
up with the one person so central to
everything that has happened. If the play
seems to end on a note of longing, it is
longing for that moment when doubt is
erased and people and things really are
what they appear to be.

At the close of Twelfth Night we are
alone with Feste, the truth-revealing
fool. Unlike Orsino’s musical tribute to
idealized love at the beginning, Feste
sings about the harsh realities of the
“wind and the rain” and the droning
repetition of “every day”” Referring to
the play we've just seen, Feste reminds
us that theatre is an illusion and not
what it seems. Surrendering to its

unreality are we too, my masters, mad?
